HISTORY

The Medieval Festival was first celebrated in Ayia Napa in 2006. It has since become an annual
festival and is celebrated with a series of events and activities aiming to explore and learn more
about the medieval ages. Its start was a bold step in the cultural life of Ayia Napa and few people
believed then that the Festival would become so successful. However, with the love, care and
tireless efforts of the Cultural Department of the Municipality, under the guidance of Mrs. Maria
Tofini Tsantila who has worked without sparing time and effort, today, after 16 years of success,
the festival has gained international prestige, attracting thousands of visitors, and it contributes
to the extension of the tourist season of Ayia Napa. The Ayia Napa Medieval Festival has become
internationally well-known and fulfils all the criteria for cooperation with other festivals of its
kind. There has been collaboration with other medieval festivals such as the Medieval Festival of
Rhodes, Malta-Mendina and Venice Carnival. lts main events take place on Stage in Ayia Napa's
Central Square.

The festival has a duration of 8 days which makes it one of the biggest in a continuous event in
Cyprus and Europe. The activities of Ayia Napa Medieval Festival are inspired by the Medieval
period, representing the everyday life and events of these times, including: Street theatre,
Theatrical play with the Medieval Monastery as a natural setting, Concerts and dance shows,
performed by groups from European countries such as Greece, Russia, Italy, Ukraine, Romania,
Slovakia, Germany, Holland, France, Spain Belarus, Czech Republic, Poland and Cyprus. The
event called “The streets of Crusaders” includes schools and a number of teams which participate
dressed in medieval costumes. There is a Medieval market with products for sale such as wine
(in wooden barrels), medieval dishes, etc. There are exhibitions of collections of weapons,
embroidery, weavers, Medieval workshops such as pottery making, basketry etc. which are set
along the outer corridor of the monastery. As every year, the Medieval Festival will once again
be great, with the participation of hundreds of artists and thousands of visitors who will enjoy the
wonderful shows and events. The people behind the event are the best guarantee that the festival
will continue to be one of the most important ornaments for which the Municipality of Ayia Napa
can be proud of.

¢ Traditional Blacksmith Phanos Machattos

The art of traditional blacksmithing was performed by
skilled craftsmen. Iron was exclusively handcrafted
and its method consisted of heating the metal and
processing it to create the shape of each item. Various
types of tools such as knives, swords and household
items are created. The art of traditional blacksmithing is
continued in Cyprus by very few craftsmen who maintain
the tradition to this day.

¢ Flowers - The medieval jewel

Jewellery made of flowers take us on a journey to a magical
era of fairies. Among the many flowers is Calendula,
also known as Calendae or “Gold of the Virgin Mary”, a
beautiful and valuable flower. Sometimes called marigold,
it looks like a daisy or chrysanthemum in yellow or orange
colours and is always used for spectacular decorations.

e Ceramic Art

Ceramic containers for bottling and other domestic uses
first appeared in Cyprus during the 13th century. Cypriot
containers are part of the Byzantine tradition both in terms
of the technique used and their decoration, since most of
them are engraved. Ceramic art was gradually enriched
with local elements, as well as Crusader and ltalian art
from the west. Presentation by Takis Askotis.

WONDER FOLK - RUSSIA

Medieval fusion Russian girl band Idisi - a project, which
unites medieval music tradition and magical fantasy
realms. The team travels around the world, exploring the
history and humankind through all kinds of art.

DWOREK POLSKI ENSEMBLE - POLAND
Dworek Polski Ensemble from Poland inspires youth to
pursue the art of Polish Manor House, especially Polish
Nobility’s culture. We learn Youth and foster pride in Polish
heritage. Dances comes from different epochs, starts
from Medieval. Youth organizes culture events in Chojnice
city which take place on our National Days. The group
has worked since 2013 year and focuses on progressing
to large performances worldwide to preserve the Polish
heritage through music, dance and costumes.

VENICE MASK, LA BOTTEGA DEI SOGNI

- ITALY

This is a group of about 30 people presenting a variety of
costumes which have appeared in editions of the Venetian
Carnival over the last 30 years or more. They have won
many prizes for the best costumes during these years.
Their pictures are commercialized all over the world on
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postcards, posters, books, calendars, videos, gadgets,
etc. Moreover, since 1994, the designers and sole makers
of the costumes, Debora Nania and Roberto Pegoraro,
have created a show parade called “Reves” which mixes
dance and mimicry. The show lasts about 1-2 hours and
includes the performance of 25 “scenes”. During the
scenes, the masked characters present the costumes
with the help of intriguing choreographies, with different
kinds of music (Renaissance music, Venetian eighteenth
century music, new age and modern music). A total of
more than 120 costumes encompass the magnificence
of colours and materials, which are enhanced by the
particular plays of light and the atmosphere is enchanted
by renaissance, 18th century Venetian as well as modern
music. The group is often called to represent the Venetian
Carnival in cultural and tourist festivals, to enliven parties
and gala evenings.

STORICI SBANDIERATORI DELLE CONTRADE
DI CORI - ITALY

The “Historical Flag Throwers of Cori contrade” were
established in September of 1976, thanks to the
determination of young people willing to spread the
ancient game of flags. Taking cue from local festivals
dating back to the 16th century, they are linked to rich and
colourful traditions and folklore, but strictly documented
and legalized by “Acta”. The “Historical Flag Throwers of
Cori contrade” include and develop the cultural message
of ‘ancient ‘Gens Corana and spread it through the use
of flags all over the world. The scenery is shaped not
by individual elements, but by the harmony of group
collectiveness, which admirably manages to present
the art of flags and to form a crescent of pirouettes,
jumps and exchanges to resemble pyrotechnic effects
of colours. From its continued involvement in national
and international folklore, the group has gained many
experiences, and this guarantees the professionalism
and seriousness with which the team makes every effort.
This direct contact cultivates and spreads tradition of the
ancient CORA to the world.

The International Folklore group of “Historical Flag
Throwers of Cori contrade” consists of the “Bishop”,
the trumpeters, Tamburini and flag waving. By virtue
of its magnificent Renaissance costumes, sounds and
admirable and imaginative games that Sbandieratori
can create, the Group recreates the atmosphere and
transports the audience to distant times and to the
unknown. The clear sound of the trumpets and the
rhythmic thumping of drums form a natural backdrop to
the evolution of Flags, while forming ancient figures that
are particularly impressive and spectacular. During the
street procession the show becomes a demonstration of
truly spectacular colour, power and craftsmanship which
enhances the audience, forcing individuals to embrace
and show their enthusiasm.

SBANDIERATORI DI FIVIZZANO (MASSA)
TUSCANY - ITALY

From its inception to today, the historic Group has been
the protagonist of over 1800 prestigious representations
in Italy and around the world. The flagship of the show
are undoubtedly the exercises with fluorescent flags
for night shows, shows that very few groups in Italy can
perform. Another peculiarity is the ensemble between
flag wavers and ladies who together recreate a fantastic
atmosphere in a mix of colors, sounds and dances.
Particular attention is then paid to the choice of costumes
and the fidelity of the reproductions, as it is considered
part of that high level show that the Fivizzanese Group is
convinced it can offer and that, moreover, the continuous
commitments of great national and international interest
do not they do that confirm.
